BEFORE YOUR AUDITION:
1) Make sure that you are able to attend all rehearsals AND the concert.
If you cannot attend, DO NOT AUDITION!
9th& 10th Grade - SPOTLIGHT Performance, as well.
2) Download the audition sheet music and MP3s from_ www.PBCBDA.com

AUDITION REQUIREMENTS:
- Two of your All-State/FBA scales will be selected to be performed at auditions, as
well as your All-State/FBA Chromatic Scale. You should prepare all of your scales;
- 7 Major and Chromatic for Middle School
- MS Scale Requirements
- 12 Major and Chromatic for High School
- 9-10 Woodwind Scale Requirements
- 9-10 Brass Percussion Scale Requirements
- 11-12 Woodwind Scale Requirements
- 11-12 Brass Percussion Scale Requirements

-All Middle and High School Students should prepare to perform the selected
excerpts from the Performance Music, and upon selection, immediately prepare the
remainder of the music you will be given.

Excerpts are marked with parentheses. Not all songs have an excerpt.

-Bass Trombone should prepare the Bass Trombone part, or in some cases, the 3rd
Trombone part.

-Piccolo is a separate audition, but the excerpts are in the Flute-Picc Audition
Material Folder.

- Percussion - care has been taken to select excerpts to show your strengths as a
percussionist. Once selected to the ensemble, the coordinators will assist with
assigning and covering all of the percussion parts.
